This goal requires changing the current 

relatively high-speed, pedestrian-unfriendly character of US 41.ò  

ñEfforts are focused toward developing an action plan that guides the 

design and construction process of improvements, which will utilize 

progressive concepts including, but not limited to, Complete Street 

Design, Context Sensitive Design, and those related to New 

Urbanism.ò  

ñImprovement measures shall be phased as short-term (0 ï3 years) 

as well as long-term measures (3+ years).ò
