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Why Focus on Florida Green Lodging?

ÁLodging Industry is one of the largest 

commercial sectors in the State

Over 5,000 establishments

ÁOver 70 million visitors come to Florida 

each year

50% of these visitors stay in hotels
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Hotelsô Impact

ÁIn Florida, hotels consume approximately 

68 million gallons of water daily.

Á4 percent of Floridaôs annual municipal 

solid waste is generated by hotels.  It 

could be reduced to just over one percent 

with basic recycling practices.

ÁMore than 60 percent of an average hotelôs 

solid waste is recyclable.

ÁIt is a voluntary, non-regulatory program 

established by the State of Florida to 

acknowledge and reward environmentally 

conscious facilities in the lodging industry.
