Intent and Purpose.

The intent and purpose of tResidential Single Family (RSF) Districts is to preserve

land for housing and provide housing opportunities for individual households. The
regulations are intended to create, maintain and promote the development and
redevelopment of these neighborhooddlevpreserving their existing residential

character. The regulations preserve the character of neighborhoods by providing six (6)
different densities and development standards. These zones allow sehmusehold

living uses but not to such an extent@sdcrifice the overall image and character of the
neighborhood. The regulations promote desirable residential areas by addressing
aesthetically pleasing environments, safety, privacy, and recreational opportunities. The

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B. Density.

1. Purpose. Density standards serve several purposes. For example, they match
housing density with the availability of pubkervices and the carrying capacity
of the land. In addition, density standards promote development opportunities for
housing and promote urban densities in less developed areas. Density regulations
are one tool to judge equivalent compatibility of projects

2. Maximum Density. The maximum density (dwelling units) allowed is stated in
Table VI203. Accessory dwelling units, if allowed, shall not be included in
calculating maximum density.

C. Zoning Lot Size.

1. Purpose. Zoning lot size limits help toeperve the overall character of developed
neighborhoods by assuring that new houses will generally have the same size
zoning lots as the surrounding builb environment. They also assure that
development on a zoning lot will, in most cases, be able toplgomith all
applicable development standards.

2. Land Divisions. All new zoning lots created shall comply with the zoning lot size
standards of Table V203. For sites which are proposed to be developed, an
ownership made up of several zoning lots may be subdivided or boundary
adjusted into zoning lots that do not comply with the standards of Tal23/I
(See Section \/L03).

3. New Development on Conforming Zoning Lots. New development on zoning lots
that comply with the minimum zoning lot sizéasdards in Table V203 is
allowed in accordance with the standards of this code.

4, New Development on Neoonforming Zoning Lots. New Development on
zoning lots which do not conform to the minimum zoning lot standards in Table
VI-203 are subject to retations of Article \V108, nonconforming zoning lots.

E. Setbacks.

1. Purpose. The setback regulations for buildings serve several purposes: they
maintain light, air, separatn for fire protection, and access for fire fighting; they
reflect the gener al desired building sc

neighborhoods; they promote a reasonable physical relationship between
residences; they promote options for privdoy neighboring properties; they
require larger front setbacks than side and rear setbacks to promote open, visually
pleasing front yards; and they provide adequate flexibility to site a building so it
may be compatible with the neighborhood, fit the shapéhe site, allow for
required outdoor areas, and allow for architectural diversity.

2. Required Setbacks. The required setbacks for buildings are stated in Table VI
203. The minimum setbacks for institutional uses are stated in Tak2e4VI
Other sethcks may apply to specific types of development or situations. For
example, setbacks for parking areas are stated in Article VIl Divisions 2 and 3.

F. Building Coverage.

G. Impervious Coverage.

Note: Non-profit organizations constructing housing sold to low to moderate income families (under
80% of median income in Sarasota County) may apply to use Housing Partnership Funds,
administered by the Office of Housing and Community Development, to offset the costs to comply
with these requirements.

1. Purpose. The impervious coverage standards are designed to help protect trees
and other desirable vegetation and enhance the overall appearance within the yard
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area of singldamily neighborhoods. The standards reflect the historic
development pattern os$inglefamily homes built 20 to 50 years ago that
generally have large lawn areas.

2. Impervious Coverage Standards. The maximum impervious coverage standard on
a zoning lot is stated in Table 2D3. The owner / applicant for building permits
shall subnt information requested by the Director of Neighborhood and
Development Services which demonstrates the percentage of the total area
existing or proposed to be covered by impervious surfaces.

H. Design Standards in the RS8/1Zone District,
