Public hearing to consider transmittal of proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendment 11-PA-01 to the Florida Department 
of Community Affairs. 
 
EXPLANATION:   (for additional space, use separate sheet of paper) 
 
On November 15, 2010, the City Commission directed staff to process a Comprehensive Plan Amendment in order to 
exclude an area of South Palm Avenue, located between Ringling Blvd. and Mound Street, from the administrative site 
plan review process.  On February 7, 2011, a proposed revision was presented to the City Commission with the Mayor 
noting Commission consensus to proceed with the proposal.  The proposed revision provides that the City Commission 
may delineate an area(s) within the downtown in the Zoning Code where the site plan review process of Article IV, 
Division 5 would be followed.  If an area were to be delineated in the Zoning Code, any development proposal within 
such area that exceeds certain thresholds would be required to undergo the site plan public hearing process.  On April 13, 
2011, the Planning Board held a public hearing on the proposed amendment and continued its deliberation until May 11, 
2011 at which time the Planning Board recommended denial of the proposal by a vote of 4 to 1. 
 
PLEASE NOTE that all correspondence regarding this subject matter and Planning Board minutes have been included 
with the accompanying South Palm Overlay District [SPOD] Zoning Text Amendment petition. 
 
ADMINISTRATION’S RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Neighborhood and Development Services Staff recommends that the City Commission deny Resolution No. 11R-2218 in 
accordance with the May 11, 2011 Planning Board recommendation and not transmit the proposed amendment to the 
Florida Department of Community Affairs for review and comment.

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SARASOTA COUNTY PROPERTY APPRAISER (AGENDA ITEM VI-2 CONTINUED TO 
AGENDA ITEM XIII-1) 

 
John Strickland, Attorney representing Jack Graham, Inc., came before the Commission and 
requested that Jack Graham, Inc., be granted the ability to have its day in court without filing a 
lawsuit against the City and stated that the judicial system should be allowed to make the final 
determination as to whether Jack Graham, Inc., will be required to pay taxes. 
 
In response to a question by City Attorney Fournier asking the willingness of Jack Graham, Inc., to 
pay taxes on the parcel used for valet parking, Mr. Strickland stated that he is not authorized to 
answer the question and requested an opportunity to obtain the necessary authorization. 
 
A discussion ensued concerning the City decision to allow the tenant to have its day in court and 
the required involvement of the Commission in the lawsuit. 
 
Mr. Strickland stated that the necessary authorization has been obtained to answer the question 
regarding the willingness to pay taxes on the parcel used for valet; that the Tenant has indicated the 
willingness to pay taxes on the parcel used for valet parking if the lawsuit does not succeed. 
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Atwell and seconded by Commissioner Clapp to authorize 
the City Attorney to give Jack Graham, Inc., written consent to commence a lawsuit against the 
Sarasota County Property Appraiser challenging the loss of the tax exemption as well as the 
assessed amount, if desired, for City-owned property utilized by Jack Graham, Inc., for valet 
parking. 
 
In response to a request for clarification by Commissioner Turner regarding the taxes on the parcel 
used for valet parking if the tax exemption is lost, Mr. Fournier stated that the Tenant will pay taxes 
on the parcel used for valet parking if the tax exemption is lost; that the City’s consent must include 
the acknowledgement of the Tenant to pay any taxes due on the parcel used for valet parking. 
 
Mayor Kirschner called for a vote on the motion to authorize the City Attorney to give Jack Graham, 
Inc., written consent to commence a lawsuit against the Sarasota County Property Appraiser 
challenging the loss of the tax exemption as well as the assessed amount, if desired, for City-owne 
property utilized by Jack Graham, Inc., for valet parking with acknowledgement by Jack Graham, 
Inc., that if the lawsuit is not successful, Jack Graham, Inc., will accept responsibility for any taxes 
due on the City’s property used for valet parking by Jack, Graham, Inc., which carried by a 4-1 vote 
with Mayor Kirschner voting no. 
 
Mayor Kirschner passed the gavel to Vice Mayor Atkins. 
 
A motion was made by Mayor Kirschner, seconded by Commissioner Clapp, and carried by a 3-2 
vote with Commissioners Atwell and Turner voting no to send a letter to the Sarasota County 
Property Appraiser indicating respect for due process, the Tenant has been authorized to pursue 
the desired lawsuit to avoid the threat of litigation against the City and individual elected officials, 
and the determination by the Sarasota County Property Appraiser of the requirement and need to 
pay ad valorem property taxes is supported. 
 
2) DIRECTION RE:  RESPONSE TO COALITION OF BAYFRONT CITIZENS (CBC) 

PROPOSAL FOR ZONING CHANGES TO SOUTH PALM AVENUE, BETWEEN 
RINGLING BOULEVARD AND MOUND STREET (AGENDA ITEM XIII-2) 

 
Chief Planner Ryan Chapdelain, Neighborhood and Development Services Department, came 
before the Commission, gave a presentation concerning the request of the Coalition of Bayfront 
Citizens (CBC) to place two items on the 2011 spring zoning text amendment (ZTA) cycle and 
Staff’s recommendation not to make any changes to existing Future Land Use Classifications or 
Zone Districts for the South Palm Avenue area; and stated that Staff is currently working on a ZTA 
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to clarify the definition of a hotel room and define interval occupancy uses; that Staff is also 
developing within the current ZTA cycle site plan review criteria to better ensure the compatibility of 
new development; that Commission direction concerning whether to reestablish the residential 
setbacks which were in place prior to September 7, 2005, and the consideration of hotel uses as a 
conditional use is requested. 
 
Lottie Varano, President, and Mort Siegel, Member, CBC, came before the Commission. 
 
Mr. Siegel stated that the Church of Redeemer is not included in the proposed defined area; and 
gave a presentation concerning the proposed zoning changes to South Palm Avenue between 
Ringling Boulevard and Mound Street including amending Section IV-1901, Zoning Code (2002 
Edition) (Zoning Code), to exclude South Palm Avenue from the administrative site plan review 
process and reinstating the review identified under Section IV-501, Zoning Code, limiting or 
prohibiting new commercial square footage or leasable area, and converting some permitted uses 
to conditional uses. 
 
The following people spoke: 
 
A. M. Hochstadt gave an overview concerning the history of his acquisition of property on South 
Palm Avenue, and indicating the CBC is requesting the City spot zone South Palm Avenue, and 
supporters may not realize the financial impact to the City. 
 
Lottie Varano gave a computer-generated presentation concerning the proportionate comparison 
of density and intensity between the current and previous Future Land Use Classifications to which 
South Palm Avenue residents are currently exposed. 
 
Casey Colburn gave a presentation concerning the concept of an overlay district, indicating the 
importance of the CBC obtaining support from affected community, mixed-uses will be limited to the 
corners, permitted uses will be made conditional, and public hearings will be held for approval for 
non-residential uses. 
 
Peter Fanning indicating reconciliation through a universal idea which preserves the interests of 
everyone can be achieved, the Commission should support the process and evident results, and 
the principles necessary to have a successful overlay district. 
 
Diana Hamilton indicating the questions always asked when considering a rezoning are what will it 
look like, how it will act, and how does it benefit affected parties, and the tract of the benefit to the 
people cannot be lost. 
 
Andy Dorr indicating the Church of the Redeemer is requesting the Commission direct the CBC to 
create a shared vision, language for the vision should be drafted to allow the Church of the 
Redeemer to react, and community workshops should be conducted to obtain input. 
 
Scott Bushey indicating the City can learn the potential of South Palm Avenue through the current 
environment of South Palm Avenue and the Commission should preserve the ambiance of all of 
Palm Avenue. 
 
Crome Dokaje indicating the latest request of the CBC is a gimmick to change the zone district to 
protect their views, the overlay district request is not reasonable, the overlay district will impede 
development Downtown, and requesting the Commission deny the request of the CBC. 
 
A discussion ensued concerning the legality of an overlay district. 
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Turner, seconded by Commissioner Clapp, and carried by a 
4-1 vote with Vice Mayor Atkins voting no to direct Staff to prepare an overlay district for South 
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Palm Avenue between Ringling Boulevard and Mound Street to reestablish the minimum setbacks 
in place prior to the most recent rezoning of the Downtown. 
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Turner to direct Staff to prepare either a zoning text 
amendment or a comprehensive plan amendment whichever is appropriate to exclude South Palm 
Avenue between Ringling Boulevard and Mound Street from the administrative site plan review 
process. 
 
In response to a question by Mayor Kirschner asking the legality of the Commission’s excluding an 
area from the administrative site plan process, Mr. Fournier stated that the Commission can choose 
not to have an administrative site plan review process for a particular area; that a conversation with 
Staff will be necessary to determine the appropriate process to achieve the desired result. 
 
In response to a question by Mr. Chapdelain asking if the Church of the Redeemer parcel is 
included in the motion, Commissioner Turner stated that the Church of the Redeemer parcel is not 
included in the motion. 
 
Vice Mayor Atkins stated that the motion has not yet received a second. 
 
Commissioner Clapp seconded the motion to direct Staff prepare either a zoning text amendment 
or a comprehensive plan amendment whichever is appropriate to exclude South Palm Avenue 
between Ringling Boulevard and Mound Street with the exception of the Church of the Redeemer 
site from the administrative site plan review process. 
 
Mayor Kirschner called for a vote on the motion which carried by a 5-0 vote. 
 
In response to a question by Mr. Chapdelain asking the cycle in which the proposed zoning text 
amendment (ZTA) will be included, Commissioner Turner stated that the proposed ZTA should be 
included in the ZTA cycle beginning in the Spring of 2011. 

 
Mayor Kirschner noted Commission consensus to extend the meeting beyond 9:30 p.m. 
 
15. NEW BUSINESS (AGENDA ITEM XIV) 
 

1) DISCUSSION RE:  2011 LEGISLATIVE PRIORITIES (AGENDA ITEM XIV-1) 
 
City Auditor and Clerk Nadalini stated that the Legislative Conference of the Florida League of 
Cities is scheduled for November 18 and 19, 2010, in the City of Orlando; that now is the 
appropriate time for the City to consider its legislative priorities for 2011; that the ManaSota League 
of Cities 2011 priorities were established at its November 10, 2010, meeting and were distributed to 
the Commission; that Commissioners should consider the legislative priorities included in the 
Agenda backup material. 
 
Commissioner Clapp stated that the City must submit its list of legislative priorities to the 
Legislators by December 5, 2010, as the Legislators will be meeting December 14 and 15, 2010, to 
discuss the information submitted. 
 
Ms. Nadalini stated that the City must submit its list of legislative priorities for 2011 to the office of 
Florida Representative Doug Holder, District 70, by December 3, 2010. 
 
Commissioner Clapp stated that the list of priorities of the ManaSota League of Cities and the City 
are essentially the same as 2010; that the language used for the legislative priorities of the 
ManaSota League of Cities is more definitive than the language used in the City’s legislative 
priorities; that the City may want to modify the language used in the City’s list of 2011 Legislative 
Priorities. 
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2) DIRECTION RE:  ZONING TEXT AND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENTS 
(AGENDA ITEM VI-2) 

 
Neighborhood and Development Services Director Timothy Litchet, Neighborhood and 
Development Services Integration General Manager David Smith, and Neighborhood 
Redevelopment and Projects General Manager Michael Taylor, Neighborhood and Development 
Services Department (NDS), came before the Commission. 
 
Mr. Litchet and stated that Commission direction regarding the timing and prioritizing of the 
following pending Zoning Text and Comprehensive Plan Amendments is requested: 
 

Item No. 1:  South Palm Avenue Overlay District – Staff proposes the issue be addressed 
as an immediate priority; that Staff request clarification of proposed boundaries for the 
proposed South Palm Avenue Overlay District (overlay district), the reestablishment of 
residential and institutional setbacks, and flexibility to exclude parcels as four property 
owners have requested the exclusion of their properties from the proposed overlay district, 

Commissioner Turner stated that the proposed boundaries for the overlay district are 
based on the map presented by Coalition of Bayfront Citizens (CBC) and excluded the 
Church of the Redeemer parcel; that the overlay should not have different setback for 
residential and institutional properties; that he proposes a 20-foot front setback, 10-foot 
side setback, and 15-foot rear setback for all properties included in the overlay district; that 
the Commission can approve setback adjustments for developments which are exclusively 
residential and compatible with the neighborhood following a review by the Planning 
Board/Local Planning Agency (PBLP). 

Commissioner Clapp stated that the purpose of the discussion is to retain the residential 
character of South Palm Avenue; that he would like to hear the public comments in 
response to the setback recommendations by Commissioner Turner made at a future 
public meeting yet to be scheduled prior to taking any action; that the request for exclusion 
from the proposed overlay district made by two condominium associations located on the 
west side of South Palm Avenue is a concern. 

In response to a question by Mr. Litchet asking if an adjustment review process for the 
proposed overlay district must be drafted as the desire is for the PBLP and Commission to 
review adjustments for residential developments, City Attorney Fournier stated yes; that 
slight modifications to the standards may be made as Staff deems suitable. 

A discussion ensued concerning the correct process to retain the residential character of 
South Palm Avenue. 

Item No. 2:  Comprehensive Plan Amendment/Administrative Review of South Palm 
Avenue – Staff proposes the issue be addressed as an immediate priority; that 
representatives from Laurel Park requested an overlay district be developed to protect 
Laurel Park and be included in the revised Comprehensive Plan Amendment (CPA) related 
to elimination of administrative approvals, 

Mr. Fournier stated that a zoning text amendment (ZTA) is necessary to create the 
proposed overlay district and to remove the administrative site plan review within the 
proposed overlay district; that an amendment to the City’s Comprehensive Plan is 
necessary; that the CPA must be effective prior to the ZTA. 

In response to a question by Commissioner Turner asking if the proposed overlay district 
and setbacks can be effective prior to the CPA, Mr. Fournier stated yes. 

In response to a question by Commissioner Clapp asking the process if the creation of an 
overlay district for Laurel Park is included in the CPA, Mr. Smith stated that the language of 
the CPA was drafted very generally to allow modifications to the CPA through a ZTA; that 
language indicating ―except for areas delineated in the Zoning Code (2002 Edition) (Zoning 
Code)‖ will be added to the language which indicates the City shall continue administrative 
review in the Urban Neighborhood, Urban Edge, Downtown Core, and Downtown Bayfront 
Future Land Use Classifications. 
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The following people spoke: 
 
Karen Melk indicating she performed due diligence prior to purchasing the property located 
at 711 South Palm Avenue, the property value will be significantly reduced if the 20-foot 
setbacks for the front is implemented as the property has two fronts, requesting her 
property be exempt from the proposed overlay district, and indicating a willingness to file a 
deed restriction for residential development only. 
 
Bruce Franklin indicating John and Karen Melk are willing to file a deed restriction for 
residential development only, removing the current setbacks and the administrative review 
process is a significant issue, and requesting the property located at 711 South Palm 
Avenue be exempt from the proposed overlay district. 
 
Lottie Verano supporting the setback proposed by Commissioner Turner and the 
exemption request made by Mr. and Mrs. Melk, indicating residents should have input as to 
what is permissible in their neighborhood, Staff’s approval of a development of an 173-unit 
commercial/timeshare building on South Palm Avenue on a 1.1 acre lot with no setbacks or 
green space zoned for 25 residential units per acre demonstrates the need for checks and 
balances, and residents need certainty as do developers. 
 
Gerald Elden indicating the creation of an overlay district was requested three years ago, 
the NDS Department has only attempted to obstruct the creation of the overlay district and 
undermine the authority of the Commission, and Staff should be directed to provide the 
necessary final decision no later than February 28, 2011. 
 
Casey Colburn indicating he prepared the map presented to the Commission at the 
November 15, 2010, Regular Commission meeting as a summary of the key points of a 
discussion with the CBC, the Downtown Sarasota Alliance (DSA), the Greater Sarasota 
Chamber of Commerce, and representatives from the Church of the Redeemer, the 
boundary line was drawn only to delineate the area of discussion, requesting Parcel 
Nos. 1519 and 1525 be excluded from the overlay district, the DSA does not support a 
CPA, and a CPA is not necessary as the same result for the administrative review can be 
obtained through a ZTA. 
 
Joel Freedman indicating the assumption any map will be flexible as to the removal of 
properties from the overlay district, the language for the proposed CPA is a concern as the 
CPA can be changed by a ZTA, and inquiring as to the ability to go to building permit if the 
Downtown Code requirements are met. 
 
Merle Chorba reiterating the request to exclude her property located at 435 South 
Gulfstream Avenue from the overlay district and indicating the desire to maintain the 
investment in the business. 
 
Kate Lowman requesting the Commission authorize Staff to speak to representatives of 
the Laurel Park Neighborhood Association regarding the creation of an overlay district for 
Laurel Park and indicating other neighborhoods may request relief from the administrative 
review process in the future. 
 
City Manager Bartolotta addressed the allegations made against the Planning Staff 
concerning an attempt to delay the complex CPA and ZTA processes. 
 
Mr. Litchet stated that Staff has never attempted to obstruct the process. 
 
A discussion ensued concerning the boundaries for and exclusion of properties from the 
proposed overlay district. 
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Commissioner Turner stated that the Commission should not attempt to modify the broad 
boundaries for the proposed overlay district at this time. 
 
Mr. Smith stated for clarification that the extended the boundary to the boundary originally 
proposed by the CBC is to avoid split parcels. 
 
Commissioner Clapp stated that the Commission should move forward with the current 
map until public input is received regarding the proposed overlay district. 
 

A motion was made by Commissioner Atwell, seconded by Commissioner Turner, and carried by a 5-0 vote 
to extend the meeting beyond 4:30 p.m. 

 
Item No. 3:  Hotel/Timeshare definition – Staff proposes to work with the City Attorney to 
resolve a legal issue raised with the objection of a proposed ordinance by American Resort 
Development Association, 

Item No. 4:  Design Standards/Criteria for Site Plan Reviews – Staff proposes a public 
meeting be held in the early summer; that Staff worked with the City Attorney to review site 
plan standards in many other jurisdictions and create new proposed standards for review; 
that Staff and the City Attorney agreed more work is necessary to revise the proposed 
language, 

Item No. 5:  Site Plan Thresholds – The proposed changes were tabled at the January 5, 
2011, PBLP meeting due to the lack of support by the neighborhoods and the development 
community; that Staff will keep the issue on the zoning matrix of pending issues for 
Commission discussion during the next ZTA cycle, and 

Item No. 6:  Removing Administrative Review from the Commercial Business Newtown 
(CBN) Zone District – Staff proposes to process a ZTA and ordinance to eliminate the 
administrative site plan review and utilize the existing adopted site plan thresholds as 
indicated in the Zoning Code; that the Newtown Community does not support the 
administrative site plan review process. 

 
A motion was made by Commissioner Turner, seconded by Commissioner Clapp, and carried by a 
5-0 vote to clarify direction from the November 15, 2010, Regular Commission meeting regarding 
the South Palm Overlay District boundaries being based on the map presented by Coalition of 
Bayfront Citizens (CBC) and excluded the Church of the Redeemer parcel and the approval of 
uniform setbacks of a 20-foot front setback, 10-foot side setback, and 15-foot rear setback for all 
properties included in the overlay district, adopt the zoning map presented by the CBC which is 
dated February 7, 2011, and allow for approval of setback adjustments by the Commission for 
developments which are exclusively residential. 
 
Mayor Kirschner noted Commission consensus to authorize Staff to proceed with the timeline for 
Item Nos. 2 through 6 as recommended by Staff. 

 
The Commission recessed at 4:40 p.m. and reconvened at 6 p.m.
